St Chad’s C.E (VC) Primary School and Nursery during term time.

Aims 

To provide:

· High quality affordable child care for children aged between 2 and 11 years.

· Care sensitive to the individual needs, race, culture, gender and religion of the children in conjunction with their parents and carers. 

· Ratios of 1-4 for children aged 2 years, 1-8 for children aged 3-5 years, 1-12 for children aged 6-11 years 
· A qualified paediatric first aider will be on duty at all times. 

· To provide a stimulating, safe and fun environment for children to play and develop.
· St Chad’s Wraparound Care caters for children of working parents who attend our school.

          Activities include:- Art and craft; imaginative play; 
construction toys; floor and small world activities; electronic games; quiet areas; outside play; DVDS if weather conditions are poor.
We also offer children the opportunity and support to complete their homework if required.

· 8.45am – Children are dismissed to their classrooms. Nursery and Reception children are walked with to their classrooms by a member of staff.

After School Club runs from the modular classrooms at the back of the school 3.05pm – 5.55pm

· 3.05pm - Children are walked to the modular classroom by a member of staff and the register is taken.  

· 3.20pm - A range of indoor and outdoor activities are provided for the children with their interests planned for.

· 4.15pm – The children will sit together and have a seasonal light tea. 

· 4.45pm – The children can enjoy free flow play indoors and outdoors. Homework support can be offered too if this is agreed with parents/carers.
· 5.00pm – The first session will finish. Parents/Carer’s will need to sign their children out on departure from After School Club. Please collect on time to avoid extra charges. Play will continue for those children booked into the second session.
· 5.30pm – The children will help tidy away all resources and a quiet activity will take place before the children go home.
· 5.55pm – All children and staff must be ready to leave the premises at this time. The site manager will expect to lock the building at 6.00pm. Please collect your child/children on time so the operation of the club runs as smoothly as possible. We ask that you show consideration to all staff to ensure they can leave on time too.

Late Collection from After School Club
We understand that from time to time circumstances out of your control may occur resulting in a late collection. We ask that you make every effort to collect your child/children on time to keep wraparound care operating smoothly. Please note that a late collection fee of £10.00 will be charged if you are 5 minutes late and run into the next session at 5.05pm plus an additional £6.00 charge for the second session.
If you are late to collect at 5.55pm you will be again charged a lateness fee of £10.00. This charge is due to  adult to child ratios which we must comply with for Ofsted regulations.
Please note persistent lateness may jeopardise your place in after school club.
In an emergency 

If you are held up for any reason, please telephone the direct After School Club number 01543 226085 to inform us so we can reassure your child/children. 

Safeguarding children in Wraparound Care
St Chad’s Wraparound Care team are committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and expects all staff and volunteers to share this commitment.  Anyone using St Chad’s Wraparound Care will accept these principles. In the event of any concerns, advice from appropriate agencies will be sought.
· If your child has had an accident at home then please inform a member of the breakfast club team. An injury on arrival form will be completed and you will be asked to sign this. 

· All children attending breakfast club must arrive with an adult to be signed in on the register.

· Parents/Carers must not use mobile phones on the premises.
· If you need someone else to collect your child/children from After School Club then please inform a member of staff and use a password. We cannot release children to unknown/unauthorised adults. 

· When leaving the premises please ensure your child/children are in your care at all times and take extra care when entering the car park. The gate outside the modular building is regularly used so it is important that you all leave together.
· If your child/children is/are uncollected from After School Club and no contact has been made from parents/carers, staff will follow the uncollected child policy. 
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
